Apologies

There were no apologies.
Match Day Catering Action
THMT asked for any developments regarding Catering for the following season.

AUFC commented that no contracts had been signed yet, but that they hoped to
return to a more traditional football fare.

Hospitality Suite

THMT asked what the current situation was regarding AUFC running a Supporters
Club from the Hospitality; particularly regarding a mooted annual fee of £15.

AUFC stated that the £15 would cover the admin costs of running a Supporters Club;
it would also cover a T-shirt and a quarterly newsletter. The bi-monthly newsletter
would allow all current fans groups the length of Britain a vehicle to express their
fundraising and newsworthy exploits

AUFC commented that using the Hospitality suite as a Social Club had Licensing /
Legal implications, and that these would have to be addressed prior to the season.
The possibility exists to open the H S for secondary AUFC matches next season.

New Stadium
THMT asked if there were any truth in the rumours of a New Stadium

AUFC stated that they could not comment on any possible development because of
commercial and professional confidentiality issues.

Any Other Business:

THMT appreciated the confidentiality issues surrounding any possible development
but confirmed it was their intention to start a Stadium Fund. THMT offered a written
proposal to AUFC suggesting, in the event of a new Stadium, that funds raised by
THMT and AUFC fans in general, could be exchanged for individually named shares,
similar to scheme recently launched by the Rangers Trust.

AUFC thanked THMT for the proposal, but stated they could not give a definite LC FMC
comment without further discussions.

THMT stated that since they were shareholders in AUFC they wished to lodge a
resolution to be discussed at the next AUFC AGM, and asked what was the correct
procedure to follow.

AUFC confirmed that the next AUFC AGM was to be at the end of July, and that NB
should THMT wish to offer a resolution they should send it to the Secretary of AUFC
prior to AGM being announced.
